4. We pray for a deepening respect of each person’s rights rather than valuing wealth and possessions, that this may lead to an end of a violent and abusive culture, we pray to the Lord. [All:Lord, hear our prayer]

5. For our cities and communities, that we all work together to promote serious efforts toward crime prevention and poverty reduction, we pray to the Lord. [All: Lord, hear our prayer]

6. For rehabilitation and a restoration to society for those imprisoned, we pray to the Lord. [All: Lord, hear our prayer]

7. We pray for freedom from the many forms of imprisonment that confine us including prejudice, addiction, hatred, and anger.  We pray to the Lord.  [All: Lord, hear our prayer]

God of mercy and forgiveness, 

You are our strength.

Hear our prayers

and instill in us respect for one another

that we may always champion for others 

the justice that we seek for ourselves.
